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Processors separate tires into
three main parts: Steel, fibre,
and rubber. The steel gets
recycled, the fibre is used as
a clean energy alternative,
and the rubber is used to
make playground flooring,
mats, and even paving
stones.

In Ontario, tire producers
and importers pay to collect
and recycle used tires. Tires
are picked up from
collection sites, which are
then processed into crumb
rubber and other materials.
